Cycle’s of Faith 
3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 Do you believe that you are supposed to be Christ in this world today? You're bap-
tized in his name. You call yourself a Christian. You sign yourself with holy water and 
make the sign of the cross. Do you really believe that the Spirit of God is upon you? 
 Sometimes it's hard to conceive that. We can get ourselves into a baptismal inferior-
ity complex: I'm not good enough to think that I can be Christ in this world. Only ex-
traordinarily holy people-saints-can be like Christ. Thinking like that can lead to baptis-
mal suicide-drowning in the waters of baptism without ever experiencing the power of 
the Resurrection. Paul doesn't mince any words this week when he tells the Corin-
thians, "You are Christ's body." He can say that because we have all been given of the 
one Spirit. 
 So, if you're baptized you have the Spirit of God, just like Jesus in today's Gospel. 
That Spirit of God sends us to bring good news to the poor, "to proclaim liberty to cap-
tives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free." 
 WOW! What a task. It sounds impossible. As a matter of fact, it is-if we tried to do it 
alone. But we don't have to. We can do all those things-and more-because we are 
united with all the baptized in the one body of Christ, through one Spirit. How we work 
that out in each community is part of the discernment of the Spirit that takes place, 
discovering the best ways to use each person's talents and gifts. God's Spirit is given 
for the common good, and it is in the community of faith that each of us discovers the 
ways that God wants us to fulfill our baptismal call.   ©2009 Liturgical Publications Inc

Special Collection for Haiti 
 I am sure that all of you are very much aware of the serious destruc-
tion that occurred in Haiti as a result of the earthquake on Tuesday after-
noon, January 12.  The Associated Press is reporting that the death toll 
could reach as high as 100,000 and hundreds of thousands more being left 
homeless and without the basic necessities of food and water.  The Associ-
ated Press has also reported that Archbishop Joseph Serge Moit, the 
Archbishop of Port-au-Prince was found dead in his office after the earth-
quake. This is a devastating disaster to a country that is already the poorest 
in the Western Hemisphere.   
 To show our solidarity with and concern for the people in Haiti, 
Bishop Kinney is asking every parish to take up a special collection or to 
send a donation from the parish to help meet the continuing critical needs 
of the people of Haiti.
