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Within the private chapel of the Pope at the Vatican, an icon referred to as
the Mandylion of Edessa sits behind a gold frame. It purports to show the
face of Christ on a cloth; legend has it that Jesus himself sent it to King Abgar
of Edessa, having pressed his face into it to create the image. Like the
Shroud of Turin, people look at this icon and wonder if it is truly an image of
the Son of God.

How do you recognize Jesus? Jesus asks his disciples who the people think
that he is; remember that the people had been awaiting a kingly savior, so
this very common, ordinary man was thought to be Elijah, Jeremiah or one of
the prophets. They had not seen him or met him, and even then might not
have been convinced. But Peter, speaking from the heart, recognized him as
"the Christ, the Son of the living God."

The physical characteristics of the Son of Man should have little or no mat-
ter in our lives today; what is important is to remember that we are taught
that Jesus Christ is the light of all humanity, a light that shines so brightly for
all the world to see that we have no trouble distinguishing it as anything else
(CCC 748). Like Peter, look to your heart for the loving light, and boldly share
it with the world to the best of your abilities.

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Living the Promise Capital Campaign

The St. Cloud Diocesan Living the Promise capital campaign was con-
ducted in 2001 by the Catholic Foundation to provide permanent endow-
ments for Catholic Schools and Faith Formation programs for adults and
youth. The Diocesan Living the Promise campaign was held in conjunction
with our 2001 “Growing Together in Faith” capital campaign. As explained
on page four of our Growing Together in Faith campaign manual and in the
video shown during all weekend masses Nov. 10-11, 2001; our parish’s part
in this effort was to contribute $150,000 toward the Living the Promise cam-
paign. The “Growing Together in Faith” campaign was very successful and
we sincerely thank everyone for their contributions toward the campaign;
however Seven Dolors needed to borrow $250,000 to complete the parish
center and gathering area; so funds were not available to pay of the entire
“financial goal” designated by the Diocese of St. Cloud for our parish. On
December 3, 2001 Seven Dolors made an initial payment of $50,000 to the
Diocese of St. Cloud Living the Promise campaign. We are in the process of
determining what sort of payment plan would be acceptable to both Seven
Dolors and the St. Cloud Diocese for the remainder that we owe.

We have benefited from the Living the Promise campaign even though we
have not fully upheld our responsibility in paying off the total amount desig-
nated to our parish. This year Holy Family School has received $1,500 for a
total of $7,111.40. For the Adult Faith Formation program, this year we re-
ceived $835 and for our Youth Faith Formation program we received
$1,000 for a total of $6,335. For additional information about the Living
the Promise capital campaign a “Questions & Answers” print-out is available
on the sofa table in the gathering area or at the Seven Dolors parish office.
