Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 Men have a habit that apparently is not shared by their wives. It's called pantry 
grazing, or cabinet surfing, or raiding the refrigerator. It is a simple process in 
which we hear a little voice in our heads (or our stomachs) which commands us to 
find something to eat. Now, most of us are pretty clueless when it comes to what 
exactly we want or where exactly we might find it. We do our best to graze the 
pantry or surf the cabinets in solitude, but the minute we open that refrigerator 
door, our wives are suddenly standing behind us, asking "What are you looking 
for?" 
 What are you looking for? Some people spend their entire lives trying to "find 
themselves" or "find the meaning of life." Sadly, some find neither. Two of John 
the Baptist's followers were with him when Jesus walked by one day. "Behold, the 
Lamb of God," John said to them. Immediately, they wanted to be with him, refer-
ring to him as rabbi, or teacher. Andrew introduced his brother Simon to Jesus 
who immediately changed Simon's name to Peter. In this short period of time, 
these men found the meaning of life-and themselves. 
 Today's Gospel reading from John tells of the beginning of Jesus' other family, 
his disciples. The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that "the Christian 
family is a communion of persons, a sign and image of the communion of the 
Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit" (CCC 2205). By praying daily and reading 
the word of God, we strengthen our families and further our ability to spread the 
Gospel of the Lord, just as those called to Jesus' other family were able to do
