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Cycle’s of Faith

6th Sunday of Easter
It was 1943, and Hitler's legions of death squads had occupied most of Poland. In

the small town of Nowogrodek, sixty Jews were executed. Soon, however, the Gestapo
arrested another 120 citizens to be executed simply as a show of force. A small order
of nuns, the Sisters of the Holy Family of Nazareth, offered themselves in exchange for
the release of the 120 prisoners. The Nazis agreed, and on July 18th, eleven sisters
were lead out into the woods and were murdered. Today, a biala fara (white church)
stands at the final resting place of the blessed martyrs who gave their lives without
hesitation for their friends.

Perhaps it is difficult to comprehend what it would feel like to willingly lay down
one's life for a friend. In today's Gospel reading from John, we are given the answer
through what is known as the Great Commandment-love. Jesus tells us that there is
no greater love than to be willing to make the ultimate sacrifice for another. This is
exemplified in God's pure, unending love for us in offering his only Son to die for our
sins and give us everlasting life. If we are able to love one another purely and wholly
as he loved us, all things will be possible, even our ultimate sacrifice for another.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church is very clear in explaining Jesus' words to us
that if we are to love one another "as | have loved you" we cannot do it simply through
words of promise or imitation (CCC 2842). Only through the strength of the Holy Spirit
will we be empowered to demonstrate, from the bottom of our heart, true love, mercy,
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“If you keep my commandments, you will
remain in my love, just as | have kept my
Father’s commandments and remain in his
love. | have told you this so that my joy may
be in you and your joy may be complete.”
