Which on that list will 
bring us peace of mind, love of heart, and compassion for our fellow human beings? Is 
it envy that leads us to greed? Why can't we see the joy in the eyes and words of those 
who share a bond with God and live their lives in his service? Take a look around you; 
attempt to see someone truly happy who couldn't care less about his or her posses-
sions. 
 A man comes to Jesus, begging for the "keys to the kingdom." He is desperate to 
know what he can do to receive eternal life. As it turns out, he has acquired quite a bit 
of wealth over the years, yet somehow has realized eternal life is the one thing he 
cannot count among his possessions. It's very simple, Jesus tells him; give up all you 
have and follow me, and your salvation is assured.
