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One of the truisms of statistics is that they can be manipulated to show whatever
the person doing the report wants them to show. On the subject of divorce, those who
speak out against marriage love to cite that half of all marriages ends in divorce,
therefore the sacrament must not be worth the pain that may ensue with divorce. But
according to the US Census Bureau, the divorce rate in this country has dropped to its
lowest level in nearly forty years, while the marriage rate remains constant. There is
always hopel!

In today's Gospel reading from Mark, the Pharisees posed a question to Jesus in
hopes of catching him teaching against the laws of the time, a punishable offense. "Is
it lawful for a husband to divorce a wife?" they asked. Knowing their intent, Jesus al-
lowed them to answer their own question by admitting that Moses had decreed di-
vorce allowable. This gave Jesus the opportunity to remind all who would hear that a
marriage between a man and a woman is a sacred bond not only between the two but

also with God. Given this opportunity, Jesus explains that no human can overturn an “For this reason a man shall leave his father
